Getting Around
Foot: The quickest and best way to get around 
and see the sights of Dublin. Taxi: Best for short 
distances with a full car of passengers; a taxi can 
be an economical way to get around the city. Taxi 
Ranks can be found on: O’Connell Street, Dame 
Street (Opposite Trinity college), and St. Ste-
phen’s Green. DART: Dublin’s light rail network 
that connects the suburbs with the city. Even if you 
don’t plan to leave the city limits, consider taking 
a trip on the DART to travel the length of Dublin 
Bay in 40 minutes! LUAS: Dublin’s tram system 
that takes it name from the Irish word for ‘Speed’. 
It runs on two lines – the Red and the Green.
