Currency: Swedish Krona (SEK). Airport: Arlanda 
Airport. Distance from the Airport: 45km north of 
central Stockholm. Express train service from the 
Airport straight into the centre. 
 
Getting Around
Metro: With only three lines, the Metro or T-bana is 
simple and easy to use to get around Stockholm.  
All three lines (green, red and white) terminate at 
the main Central Station. Stockholm’s metro sys-
tem isn’t just a means of transportation. With works 
by over 130 artists, it is often called “the world’s 
largest art gallery.” Some of the stations worth see-
ing are: Universitetet and Kungsträdgården. Tram: 
Get on the historic No7 tram which runs between 
Norrmalmstorg and Skansen, and passes lots of 
tourist attractions on its route. Bus: Extensive bus 
network ready to take you where you need to go. 
Bikes: Available to rent, and are a pleasant way to 
explore the city during the summer months.

Old Town | The Old Town or Gamla Stan consists 
of medieval alleyways, cobbled streets, and archaic 
architecture, as well as the islands of Stadsholmen, 
Helgeandsholmen, Strömsborg, and Riddarholmen. 

Moderna Museet | Skeppsholmen, 10327 Stock-
holm.
